 2 Minute gate call strictly enforced; contact gate keeper for tack hold (maximum 5 minutes). 

 Signature mandatory for release of liability & pictures taken at & during the show. 

 Helmets required for anyone Under 19 Years of age. Shirts, long pants and boots required. 

 Show Management reserves the right to split or combine classes.

 DOGS must be on a leash.

FEES: 

 Class Fees: All classes are $7 except the $50 & $100 classes which are $10. 

 Office Fee: $5 per horse/exhibitor combination per day 

 Stall or Tie Out required for each horse/pony (2 Miniature Horses can use 1 stall). 

 No Entry Fee Classes: class #13: WPCSA Welsh Supreme Championship & Reserve Championship and class #85: Supreme 
Halter Championship: All First Place Halter Class Winners eligible. 

 Tie Out/Trailer Fee $15 per horse/pony shown out of trailer in designated area. (no overnight tie outs allowed). 

 Camping Fee: $25/night, electrical hook-ups available, payable to the Hoosier Horse Park. First come first served basis. 
CLASS DESCRIPTIONS: 

 Youth Classes: Under 19 years of age, Open Classes: No age requirements, Adult Classes: 19 Yrs & Over.

 Jr. Horse/Pony: 5 Yrs and Under. 

 *Pony Class Requirements: Less than 58 inches, (14.2 hands) or 147 cm. Miniature Horses not allowed. 

 **Restricted Classes: Riders cannot enter a class which includes a canter/lope in the same division (30,37,38,66,109) 

 Gaited Novice Classes: Horse or Rider never won 1st or 2nd place at a show (classes 107 & 131) 

 Open Card Classes # 61 & 62: There is no specific exhibitor order called. Show between designated times at your 
convenience.
